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T
he infantry (INF) is the backbone of any fighting force.  Its role is to “close with and destroy the enemy by day or night, regardless of season, weather, or terrain.” An Infantry soldier must be dependable, able to quickly react and readily adapt to changing situations.  Courage, self discipline, physical and mental stamina and positive attitude are essential.
The Lorne Scots is a Primary Reserve unit within the Canadian Forces. Our organization is specifically designed for students (male and female) that offers full-time employment throughout the summer and part-time throughout the school year. There is no fixed term of service in the reserves. That means that you are not obligated to serve for any specific period of time. We offer excellent pay (approx $5,800 for July and August). Plus you can apply for a tuition reimbursement of $2,000 / year to a maximum of $8,000 over your degree / diploma. There is no cost incurred to you what so ever.

As a soldier in the Lorne Scots you will be fully trained without any prior experience required. Everything you need to know will be taught to you in two courses this summer and one course next summer. The training commences on July 2nd 2005 in Land Force Central Area Training Centre Meaford (30Km North of Collingwood) and will cease on approx Aug 28th with an exciting exercise in Canadian Forces Base Petawawa. The tempo of training during the first course is such that you will not get the first weekend off, however, you will likely get subsequent weekends off and will be free to return home.  Once this summer employment is over you will 

be expected to work on a part-time basis, which is every Thursday night from 1930-2230, and one weekend per month. You can choose which armoury you would like to work in: Brampton, Oakville, or Georgetown. Some of the skills that you will learn this summer are qualifications on the C-7 assault rifle, NBCD training (Nuclear 

Biological, and Chemical Defence) military law, military writing, first aid, navigation, field craft skills, C-6 & C-9 machine gun training, grenade training, battle craft skills, and anti-armour rocket launcher training. You will have extensive experience with all of the weapons that are used in the infantry.

The recruiting process is detailed and takes an average of two to three months to be enrolled. That being said it is recommended that you see the unit recruiter ASAP so you can start the process.
