FAQ’s

Q: How old do I have to be to join?

A: 18 years old. However, if your parents consent you can join as young as 16

Q: What is the Lorne Scots?

A: The Lorne Scots is a Primary Reserve unit within the Canadian Forces. Our organization is specifically designed for students (male and female) that offer full-time employment throughout the summer and part-time throughout the school year.

Q: What is the infantry?

A: The infantry (INF) is the backbone of any fighting force.  Its role is to “close with and destroy the enemy by day or night, regardless of season, weather, or terrain.” We are commonly referred to as “ground soldiers”.

Q: Will I have to go overseas?

A: The Canadian Forces Primary Reserves is on a voluntary basis only. You must volunteer to deploy overseas.

Q: Is the training tough?

A: Yes, it is. You will get wet, cold, tired, and hungry. However, it is also the most rewarding trade in the Canadian Forces. It is physically and mentally demanding, this being said you would definitely notice that you are a different person once you complete the training.

Q: Where is the training this summer?

A: Land Forces Training Centre Meaford. Located 30 KM north of Collingwood.

Q: Will I get weekends off?

A: The tempo of training during the first course is such that you will not get the first weekend off; however, you will likely get subsequent weekends off and will be free to return home.

Q: How long do I have to serve?

A: There is not fixed term of service. That means that you are not obligated to serve for a specific period of time. 

Q: How much money will I make this summer? 

A: After you submit your travel claim you will gross approximately $5,700.00

Q: Do I have to pay for anything?

A: All equipment and food is provided to you at no cost during summer training. 

Q: Will joining the Lorne Scots help me become a police officer?

A Yes, being a member of the Lorne Scots reflects to the police that you are a disciplined person. Also, police, fire, and paramedics hold our leadership training in high regard. Many current members of the regiment are police officers and firefighters.

Q: When do I work over the school year?

A: The Lorne Scots work (parade) every Thursday night from 7:30pm to 10:30pm and one weekend per month.
